More cooperation could be  encouraged  

Å Display the added value of cooperation on a global scale could be 
evaluated.  

Å Perform a pilot action with low administrative burden and high time 
availability as lessons for future EU research policy where 
cooperation with global research alliances,  multilateral  
organisations and partners in third countries plays a more 
prominent role. 

Å Experiment with joint calls with other partners and evaluate the 
process.
